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(Window 11/10)
NOTE 

Be sure to allow yourself at least 30 minutes to an 
hour to checkout and preview a “pre-prepared” 
Service. NEVER try to make a Service “on-the-fly”!

ALWAYS try to be ready for the unexpected!

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Opening OpenLP Application
Type “openlp” in the Windows Search on the Taskbar 
and press Enter key to open the OpenLP Application.

Logo should appear!
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OR  Start Portable Apps and 
run OpenLP under Utilities



  

Blank the Live Display

Leave Blank until 
Service Starts!

Left-Click the Display icon “     “ to toggle on and off to the 
overhead projector to a blank screen and back to the 
previous display on each toggle. Use the Blank Display icon 
to blank the overhead before starting Service.

Load Service into Service Manager

Left-Click the “Load an existing service” icon or press 
“Ctrl-O” 

Left-Click The Name of the service desired to load the 
“File name in the lower test window.

Left-Click the “Open” button to load the Service

NOTE
ALWAYS save the upcoming service(s) by a name 
that includes the planned date of the service.

Large Services with many images, videos, etc. could 
take a while to load. 



  

Check Image Group Play Options

Example
Right-Click on “Images” to open context menu.

NOTES

(1) Auto play slides option selected is either Auto play 
slides “Loop” or “Once” (If neither is selected then 
only the first image in the Group will be displayed!)

(2) Delay in seconds  between slides is appropriate 
only for the images with “Loop” or “Once” selected.

(3) The “Images” group shows sermon scriptures to 
loop getting ready for service to start. 

Ensure “Loop” options is selected.
Ensure “Delay” set to 12 seconds



  

Check Service in Preview Panel
Press “F12” to toggle close Live Panel as shown.
Press “F11” to toggle open Preview Panel as shown.
The Preview Panel can be used to test all items of 
the in the Service Manager.
Be careful to turn off the sound on your PC output 
for items that have audio that may start 
automatically (i.e. like Media & Custom Slides that 
may have video or audio, this funtion can be turned 
off in Settings)

Right-Click on each item in the Service list and 
select “Show Preview”. Check for items below:

(1) Check that all images are correct.
(2) Check that all songs have correct Theme.
(3) Check that all Media videos are ready.

Press “F11” to toggle close Preview Panel.
Press “F12” to toggle open Live Panel. 



  

Adjust Live View for Sermon

Ensure the Live Screen is “blanked” as shown.

Right-Click on sermon Presentation like the Group  
“Endurance...” and select “Go live”. Check for 
items below:

(1) Check that all images are correct.
(2) Check that 2 or more slides/images of the 
sermon are displayed in the Live view. If NOT, 
then adjust the width of the overall OpenLP 
window until 2 or more slides/images of the 
sermon are displayed.



  

Prepare Service to Begin

Ensure the Live Screen is “blanked” as shown.

Right-Click on the first item in the service and 
select “Go live” in the context menu.

(1) Check that all images are correct.
(2) Check that 2 to 3 slides/images of the sermon 
are displayed in the Live view. 

NOTE
The Service on the overhead will 
begin when the “Blank Screen” icon 
is left-clicked to turn OFF the blank 
screen.
